Oakland, CA (August 1, 2024) — Mills College Art Museum is pleased to announce its fall exhibition,
Reshaping the Narrative: California Perspectives, on view from September 14 through November 24,
2024. Reshaping the Narrative: California Perspectives surveys the myriad ways artists represent and
reflect our local communities. The exhibition includes both contemporary and historical works from
Mills College Art Museum’s permanent collection and highlights California, and the Bay Area in
particular, as a site of resistance, abundance, and celebration.
